Grenada and Carriacou Yachts Prize Winners at Grenada Sailing Festival 2011
Eight yachts from Grenada and Carriacou, including Glacier, a traditional Sloop from Windward, competed in the 2011 Grenada Sailing Festival, and at the time of going to press, seven had already taken prizes across the Class Racing. In the strongly competitive Cruising Class, Julia, skippered by Peter ‘Champie’ Evans had taken first place on both the Mount Gay and Scotiabank Race Days, and was continuing a close battle with Peter Morris from Trinidad in Jaguar and Dieter Burkhalter from Le Phare Bleu in his Grenadian registered yacht Blanquilla.
Grenada and Carriacou yachts are also particularly well represented in the prizes in the second Cruising Class with Grenada’s Apero, crewed by a team from Grenada Marine in hot competition with two boats from Carriacou: Bloody Mary, Skippered by Jerry Stewart, and the traditional Sloop Glacier with a crew from Windward, with Bloody Mary and Glacier notching up first place wins. To round off the local success story, Grenada’s Robbie Yearwood with Die Hard had also taken a first ahead of Trinidad’s Stephen Bushe with Ambushe, and Gus Reader from Barbados in Glory Daze in the all-Caribbean J24 Class.

This year the Grenada Sailing Festival ran from Friday 28 January to Tuesday 1 February, and as well as recording one of the largest local and Caribbean fleets, also welcomed a very strong International group , with the biggest ever spread of nationalities participating. Yachts and skippers from as far afield as Singapore, Norway, and Germany entered the event for the first-time, joining old friends from the UK, USA and Austria plus a skipper from Luxembourg returning to the Festival after six years. 
The Festival kicked off in style at The Victory Bar, at Home Port and Race HQ Camper & Nicholsons Port Louis Marina On Friday when the theme of the night was Welcome to Grenada, and skippers and crews enjoyed Grenadian hospitality at its best – traditional drummers and steel pan music, local dishes and a favourite live local band. The event continued with a series of race days sponsored by Mount Gay; Scotiabank; Budget Marine and Camper & Nicholsons, followed 
of course by After Race Happy Hours and Parties based at The Victory Bar, port Louis Marina, with more live music and great food. Visiting skippers also had the chance to visit another Festival 
favourite, with the Monday night Prize Presentation moving to the Dodgy Dock, True Blue Bay Resort. 

The sailing action continues with the local work boats heading for Grand Anse Beach on the week-end 5 & 6 February, when the traditional Grenada Sailing Festival Digicel Work Boat Regatta becomes a central part of the island’s National Independence Celebrations. There will be all-action competition on the water between the sailing communities of Carriacou, Gouyave, Grand Mal, Petite Martinique, Sauteurs and Woburn, plus great live entertainment, games and activities for the children, arts and crafts on sale, and food stalls in a Community Kitchen, where all the best traditional dishes will be on offer. There will also be a Junior Dinghy Racing Championship staged on Saturday 5 January, when Grenada’s talented young sailors will be able to show their skills to the crowd on Grand Anse Beach in an event organised by the Grenada Sailing Festival and Grenada Yacht Club.
